The mouth 
keeps all its promises. Suave and 
creamy on the attack, compact and 
delicious in the mid-palate, it ends 
with a powerful and tasty finish. Lots 
of sap and freshness in this Batailley.

     Château Batailley, Classified as a Grand Cru 
Classé in 1855 is one of the Castéja family's 
jewels. Its name "Batailley" evokes the last 
battle of the Hundred Years' war (1337-1453) 
in the Médoc, on a plateau leading to the 
Château Latour. The estate covering an area 
of 100 hectares including 60 hectares of vines, 
has belonged to the Castéja family since 1924. 
Château Batailley is a dark ruby red wine, 
exhibiting an elegant bouquet, a very good 
structure and ripe tannins.
